Keynote Speaker
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Steve Nawojczyk (nuh VOY check) began his public service career thirty (30) years ago. He served as the coroner in two Arkansas counties and served as the director of the Arkansas State Crime Lab.  He routinely instructed at the state and local police academies on the topics of investigation and non-traditional juvenile groups. Since 2008 he has been a Program Manager with AR DHS –DYS.
He has spoken in over 35 states to various groups and has developed a highly acclaimed student assembly on non-violence which has been seen by over 200,000 students nationwide. Mr. Nawojczyk maintains a heavily visited website at: www.GangWar.com.  Nawojczyk’s work with gangs was featured in the award-winning HBO America Undercover documentary, Gang War: Bangin’ in Little Rock, and he was a co-producer of Back in the Hood: Gang War 2

Nawojczyk has served as an advisor to the Arkansas Attorney General's task force, the US Army War College, U.S. Army Chaplain Corps, Purdue University, Ohio State University, the National Association of Attorneys General, the Arkansas and Georgia governor's offices, the Utah Attorney General and the New York general assembly among many other police, government agencies and schools. 

In addition to HBO, he has also been featured by: PBS's Jobs: A Way Out?, ESPN's Outside The Lines: Gangs vs. Sports, Larry King Live, NPR, the Health Network, the BBC and numerous other local and national print and electronic media. He is frequently asked to assist in productions of various kinds about gangs and violence including: NYPD Blue, CSI: New York, CBS News Up to the Minute, Judge Hatchett, Donahue, Jenny Jones and others both in the United States and worldwide.

Directions & Parking

The Arkansas Career Training Institute (formerly Hot Springs Rehabilitation Center) is located at 105 Reserve Street in Downtown Hot Springs, Arkansas.  It is located in the old Historic Army-Navy Hospital overlooking Central Ave. 
From Grand Ave and Central, follow Central (north) and travel to the Visitors Center/Bathhouse Row.  Turn right (east) onto Reserve Street.  The Federal Bldg will be on your right and ACTI will be on the hill to your left.  Follow Reserve St. to the entrance to ACTI on the left.  Enter the campus and bear to your right, follow this drive around the main building, curving to the left.  The Forum will be held in Building One, which is the main building and the only 9 story building on campus.  The main entrance is on south side facing Reserve St.
