Requests for Federal Funds – PY 2013-2014
 

Direct and Equitable (D&E), Correctional/Institutional (C/I), and English Literacy/Civics (EL/Civics) federal grants to eligible providers for Program Year (PY) 2013-2014 will be available as an extension of those grants only to those programs currently receiving funding for D & E, C/I, and/or EL/Civics grants under the PY 2008-2009 competition.  Programs will NOT be required to complete and submit a new application for funding although they will be bound by their PY 2008-2009 application.  Funding for grants will be determined by past performance based upon PY 2011-2012 data.  
The D&E, EL/Civics, and C/I awards are one-year grants funded July 1, 2013 through June 30, 2014 and are based on the availability of federal funds.  These grants may not be available in future years.

Each program will receive notification of grant award amounts for PY 2013-2014.  Deadlines and instructions for completion and submission of the grant packets will be included in those notifications. Programs receiving funding will be required to complete and submit all required forms contained in the funding packets for each grant in addition to any other requirements of the Department of Career Education, Adult Education Division (AED).  
To assist in the determination of funding, each program should provide the AED with a request for federal funds needed for Program Year 2013-2014. Remember that federal funds may only be used to supplement, not supplant state funds.  If your program had excess funds (such as carry-over) at the end of PY 2013-2014, this should also be taken into consideration when preparing your requests. If you are requesting an increase in funding above the current year, you must submit written justification for the increase.
