
Hearing/Visual Impairment Policy 

The Arkansas Department of Career Education’s online assessment program is 
required to provide equal access to assessments for visually and hearing impaired 
students, as required by State and Federal law. The Questionmark Perception software 
utilized in the online assessment program is compliant with these standards. Visual 
magnification and reader software packages such as JAWS Reader and Zoomtext9.1 
will integrate with the testing software to allow visually and hearing impaired students 
access to all assessment materials*.   

The ACE Office of Assessment and Curriculum will be happy to answer any questions 
regarding the use of such learning tools, but does not endorse any specific product 
such as the ones mentioned above.  It is the responsibility of each school/district and 
their technology staff to determine what software and/or hardware add-on components 
are appropriate for use in their local environment.
