COMPLETERS OF PROGRAM STUDY

A completer is a graduate who successfully completed three or more units of credit within a program of
study, including all the core requirements for that program of study. There are two measures for this
indicator. One is the number of completers compared with the number of graduates. However, since
students do not graduate from the secondary vocational center, this measure is not applicable. The other
measure is the number of seniors enrolled in career and technical classes compared to the number of
completers. This measure can be applied to the secondary centers. The state average in 2011-12 was
61.76%.
