Career Orientation Contest Guidelines
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CAREER ORIENTATION POSTER CONTEST

GUIDELINES

The Department of Workforce Education and the Arkansas Career Orientation Teachers Association sponsors a statewide poster contest twice a year for first and second semester Career Orientation students.

1. The theme to be illustrated in the posters is A Look Into My Future. 

2. Posters should be student made.

3. Two posters per teacher can be submitted to the state office each semester.

4. First semester posters are due by December 1 and second semester posters are due by April 1.

5. Posters should be done on poster board that is 14" x 22".  (Half the size of a regular poster board.)  NO GLITTER PLEASE!
6. Indicate on the back of the poster the student’s name, teacher’s name, and 
      school name.  (PLEASE PRINT)
7. Top ten winners will receive cash prizes.  First place $25.00; Second place 
      $15.00; Third place $10.00; and the remaining seven winners will receive $5.00 each.  All entries to the state contest will receive a certificate.

8. Posters will be judged on neatness, creativity, and interpretation of theme.
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Encourage your student to be the next great artist by participating in the Career Orientation poster contest to build their confidence.

CAREER ORIENTATION VIDEO CONTEST

GUIDELINES
All videos are due in the Career Orientation office by April 1.  The following is criteria for the videos.

1. The video must be related to CAREER ORIENTATION and be on a standard 
     VHS tape or CD-Rom.  (NO 10 mm or VHS-C tapes PLEASE!!)


2. The video contest will be an annual event.

3. The video must be developed as a group or individual project by Career 
     Orientation student(s).

4. The video must be limited to ten (10) minutes.  (3-5 minutes suggested)

5. The videos will be judged on the following criteria:

a. Creativity - 50 points

b. Visual presentation - 20 points

c. Audio presentation - 20 points

d. Following guidelines - 10 points

6. Each Career Orientation teacher may submit one video.

7. Awards will be presented to the top three contestants.
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CAREER ORIENTATION SCRAPBOOK CONTEST

GUIDELINES

All scrapbooks are due in the Career Orientation office by April 1.  The following is criteria for the scrapbooks:

1. The scrapbook should be student made and not more than 50 pages.

2. Scrapbook should show one year or one semester of your Career Orientation program.

3. Scrapbook should be in the state office by April 1. 

4. Judging will be based on: creativity, organization, originality, and neatness.

5. Awards will be presented to the top three winners.
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CAREER ORIENTATION COMMUNITY SERVICE CONTEST GUIDELINES

All community service projects are due in the Career Orientation office by April 1.  The following is criteria for community service projects.

1. The community service project must be identified and developed as a group or individual project by Career orientation student(s) during the current school year.

2. The project can be designed to meet either an internal (within the school) or external (outside the school) need.

3. The need (problem) must be clearly outlined and documented.

4. The outcome must be clearly documented.

5. The project must be submitted in written form.  It cannot exceed 20 pages (including front and back).  The project must be presented in a standard three ring binder on 8 ½” X 11” white paper.  Photos, letters of appreciation, newspaper clippings, graphs/charts and other visual documentation may be used.  However, this information will be counted as part of the 20- page limit.  Plastic sheet protectors must protect all pages.  Teachers should submit only one (1) copy of the project.

6. Community service projects will be judged on the following criteria:

a. Documentation of need–15 points

b. Description of proposed solution (include time line)–15 points

c. Documentation of implementation–20 points

d. Scope of outcome–20 points

e. Description of how project/services will be continued (empowerment of individuals/organizations to continue project) or explanation of why there is no longer a need for the project/services–15 points

f. Neatness of presentation–15 points

7. Each Career Orientation teacher may submit one community service project.

8. Awards will be presented to the top three contestants.


“PIZZA BOX” CAREER PANORAMAS

The Arkansas Career Orientation Teachers Association (ACOTA) will sponsor a statewide contest for a “Pizza Box Career Panorama.”  The contest will be held once per year and entries will be judged at the summer in-service for Career Orientation teachers.

The following guidelines will be used to select the winning project.

1. Panoramas should be student made.

2. Each teacher can submit two projects.  The projects will be submitted at the summer 

in-service for CO teachers.

3. Indicate on the back of the project the student’s name and complete home address, teacher’s name, and school name.  (PLEASE PRINT)

4. The project should depict a career of interest for the student.  It will include a one-half to one page summary of facts about the career (top of pizza box), and a three-dimensional display that illustrates the nature of the career (bottom of pizza box). The display should not exceed the cubed geometric dimensions of the box.

5. The background of the pizza box should be decorated or covered in a style consistent with the nature of the career.

6. The project should be presented in a large, unused pizza box. (Not super-size)

7. ACOTA officers or their designees will select the winners.

8. Judging will be based on creativity, originality, written style, and neatness.

9. There will be cash awards of $30 for first place, $20 for second place, and $15 for third place. All entries will receive certificates.
