*The frameworks from the Dept of Education are now in a word doc so you can create your
lesson plans within it.

*Overview of the mentorship program: WF comes out to visit the schools and the teacher
has a binder that contains items that they review. Once you complete the binder you can
pass it on to the person who might teach the class next. Binder contains: personal, technical,
lesson plans, frameworks etc.. An outline of what you are doing in your program. It’s what
you are doing anyway - it’s just all in one place.



* This will help you help your students who will have to create a Career Ready Portfolio for
themselves.

* The benefit of being under this department is the grant money that you can get. Perkins
grant etc. Question about expanding program: Ropes Course was funded through the
Perkins fund.
