NOTE: This form replaces Appendices 4 and 6 in the Technical Assistance Guide for Local Sites and the Technical Assistance Guide for Team Leaders and Team Members. [New CSR (Comprehensive School Reform) sites will still complete Appendix 6 (Self-study Rating Guide) and the School-Based Data Form].
Before the visit: SREB recommends that the HSTW site implementation team of involved administrators, career/technical teachers and academic teachers, and counselors complete the following Benchmarks Indicator Profile and send it to the team leader before the visit. A summary of key findings should be presented to the TA team during the school presentation on the first day of the visit, with a copy made available in the workroom.

After the visit: Use recommendations in the TA report and key findings from the Benchmarks Indicator Profile as resource materials in writing, implementing, evaluating and revising three-year school improvement plans.
