Overview of Teacher Survey Report

On page 191 of the assessment report you will find the beginning of the new teacher survey report. More specifically, the first page is a summary of teachers’ responses to survey items. 
The 2004 teacher survey results delivered to sites as part of the assessment report will be organized around 13 themes from the HSTW framework for school improvement. The themes are similar to those included in the 2002 and 2003 reports, and indices or clusters of items have been developed for five of the themes. 

The summary section summarizes the responses of teachers at each school to the survey items related to each theme and reports overall implementation on a scale of one to four, with four being the highest level of implementation and one being the lowest.  

The summary section was developed using the standards set for teacher survey items. SREB summarized the results for individual items in each theme area to yield a “score” for each school. This score was used to rank the schools from highest to lowest in each area. Groups were then formed according to percentile ranks and labeled using the scale of one to four described above. 

The “Implementation Focus Level” rating is designed to illustrate where a school falls in terms of the attitudes and practices associated with improvement as compared to all of the other schools in the network. 

· An implementation level of “1” indicates that a school is in the bottom 50 percent of schools in agreement with, or usage of, the practices in a given area.  

· A “2” indicates responses are in the 51 percent – 75 percent range of schools.

· A “3” indicates responses in the 76 percent – 90 percent range of schools. 

· A “4” indicates a school’s responses are in the top 10 percent of schools. 

This grouping system is based on the notion that very few schools currently meet the benchmark goals for teacher survey items (most standards were set at between 65 percent and 85 percent). However, there is a “tipping point” at which a critical mass of the faculty understands and agrees with a given concept. When this critical mass is established, it is possible to begin to see some changes in attitudes and the types of improvements we have seen in the top 10 percent of HSTW sites in previous years.  

It is important to note that because the summary feature is a school-level rating of where the school falls in the larger continuum of schools, this feature will not appear in composite reports.

HSTW  KEY PRACTICES








High expectations – setting higher expectations and getting more students to meet them. 


Vocational studies – increasing access to intellectually challenging vocational and technical studies, with a major emphasis on using high-level mathematics, science, language arts and problem-solving skills in the modern workplace and in preparation for continued learning. 


Academic studies – increasing access to academic studies that teach the essential concepts from the college preparatory curriculum by encouraging students to use academic content and skills to address real-world projects and problems. 


Program of study – having students complete a challenging program of study with an upgraded academic core and a major. 


Work-based learning – giving students and their parents the choice of a system that integrates school-based and work-based learning. The system should span high school and postsecondary studies and should be planned by educators, employers and employees. 


Teachers working together – having an organization, structure and schedule giving academic and vocational teachers the time to plan and deliver integrated instruction aimed at teaching high-level academic and technical content. 


Students actively engaged – getting every student involved in rigorous and challenging learning. 


Guidance – involving each student and his or her parents in a guidance and advising system that ensures the completion of an accelerated program of study with an in-depth academic or vocational-technical major. 


Extra help – providing a structured system of extra help to enable students who may lack adequate preparation to complete an accelerated program of study that includes high-level academic and technical content. 


Keeping score – using student assessment and program evaluation data to improve continuously the school climate, organization, management, curricula and instruction to advance student learning and to recognize students who meet both curriculum and performance goals. 
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
