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HOT SPRINGS – Twenty-eight students will be graduating from the Transition Employment Program (TEP), a project designed to give rising high school seniors the vital skills and knowledge to transition from high school to adult life. This is the second year for this program, which is a partnership of the Arkansas Transition Project (ATP) and Arkansas Career Training Institute (ACTI). During the five week period, students underwent various assessments to gauge their strengths, obtained industry certifications, and participated in a number of internships.
