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Bibb Named ACTI Administrator

Bibb was named interim administrator of ACTI in February. In a recent ceremony, William L. “Bill” Walker, ACE Director, announced that the “interim” was being removed and Bibb was being promoted to full-time administrator.

 “When Director Walker and Commissioner Trevino first approached me about becoming interim administrator, I gave it a lot of thought because I knew it was an incredible opportunity, but an opportunity that carried a great amount of responsibility”, Bibb said. “I’m very grateful for the chance to work with the staff and students at ACTI. What they accomplish day after day, year after year is truly incredible, and I am glad to be a part of it.”
Bibb earned his Bachelor of Science degree in Radiology from The University of Central Arkansas in 1995, followed by a Masters degree in Public Administration from the University of Arkansas at Little Rock in 2002. He’s a registered radiologic technologist and a graduate of the Arkansas Academy for Public Health Leadership. 

Bibb has been a state employee since July 1997 where he began as Administrator for the Mammography Accreditation and Compliance Program at the Department of Health. He accepted a position with the Department of Career Education in February 2005, as Arkansas’s Public School Program Advisor for the Health Occupations Students of America (HOSA) program. In September 2006, Bibb was promoted to Education and Instruction Manager for the apprenticeship program, then to interim administrator of ACTI in February 2011.
