“Rehabilitation services changed our lives for the better. This is a chance for our family to pay a debt of gratitude,” Treviño said of his new position. “I am profoundly honored with Mr. Wyvill’s confidence in me to lead what I consider to be one of the finest agencies in the state.”
Treviño has a bachelor’s degree in political science from Louisiana State University in Shreveport and a master’s in public administration from the University of Arkansas at Little Rock.
