         President Bush Names John C. Wyvill to the U.S. Access Board
Washington, D.C. President George W. Bush has appointed John C. Wyvill of Little Rock, Arkansas as a public member to the U.S. Access Board, a leading Federal agency on accessibility for persons with disabilities and accessible design.  Under the landmark Americans with Disabilities Act and other laws, the Access Board develops and maintains design criteria for the built environment, transportation, telecommunication products, and information technology.     

Wyvill is Director of the Arkansas Department of Workforce Education, a state agency that promotes and coordinates workforce training in partnership with schools and universities, business and industry, and other government agencies.  Previously, he served as Commissioner of Arkansas Rehabilitation Services for six years and as assistant legal counsel to the Governor.  Wyvill is a former president of the Council of State Administrators for Vocational Rehabilitation, a national organization of chief administrators of public rehabilitation agencies.  Before entering state government, Wyvill worked as an attorney in private practice and handled both civil and criminal cases.  He received a bachelor's degree in political science from Hendrix College at Conway and a law degree from the University of Arkansas at Little Rock. 

Wyvill will be sworn in as a Board member on July 26th at the next meeting of the Access Board.  The Board is structured to function as a coordinating body among Federal agencies and to directly represent the public.  Half its members are representatives from most of the Federal departments.  The other half is comprised of members of the public appointed by the President to four-year terms, a majority of whom must have a disability.   
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
